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Overview

Major Security Services has been contracted to conduct Community Security Patrol services twenty-
four (24) hours/ seven (7) days a week to all properties situated within The Vines area. In addition to
structured patrolling of all streets, patrols were undertaken ina random manner and were not easily

predictable for security reasons.

We encourage residents to report any
issues to security such as disorderly conduct, loitering, burglary, anti-social behaviour, graffiti,

maintenance hazards or breaches of local laws.

threatening situations call 000.

Damage

Two (2) damage incident was reported in the month of December 2023.

On 20/12/23, Security Officer noted there was a fire on Chein Lane and Hermitage Drive. Fire
Brigade had cordoned off a section of Hermitage Drive. Hermitage Drive was closed from 1240hrs

to 0300hrs.
